Project activities must be implemented within the URBACT II eligible area. 



NB! The costs for travel outside the eligible area are eligible if they are listed and explained in Final Application or if they correspond to a meeting held at one partner’s headquarter which is from outside the eligible area. 
PARTNERSHIP ELIGIBILITY  
Before establishing the eligibility of the partnership, the eligibility of each partner must be established. 

Project partner eligibility 

Partner/ Lead partner status (has access to the ERDF funds and equal rights within the partnership)
· Type of organization: national public authority (ministries, national authorities), local public authority (county councils, city-halls, water directorates, environment directorates, county agencies), body governed by public law (as per definition of the Contracting Authority  within OUG 34/2006, art 8-  ex: Regional Development Agencies, Cross-border cooperation offices, associations of public authorities, National Institutes, State universities), management bodies of the Euro regions, European Grouping for Territorial Cooperation.

· Legal status and location 
The beneficiary should have legal status according to the national legislation of the country in which he applies for financing (in case of the Romanian beneficiaries, Romanian legal personality) and headquarters/subsidiary in Romania.

Observer status   (does not receive ERDF funding: institutions/organizations which might contribute to implementation of project, or/and provide any kind of useful help without receiving ERDF funding). 

Private associations and national and transnational associations of the cities mayt participate în projects, with own funding.

Partnership eligibility 

All project partners must fulfill the same eligibility criteria (type of organization, legal status) as the Romanian project partner
Location of the partners 

· Within the eligible area: located in one of the 27 Member States (financed by ERDF), Norway and Switzerland (financed by national funds) 

· Outside the eligible area: Candidate states to the EU can be considered as partners depending on their expressed interest. Other states located outside the eligible area can participate in project using own-funding.
NB! Partnership have to be balanced in terms of geographical origin with candidate partners from both Convergence objective regions and Competitiveness objective regions.

PROGRAMME SPECIFIC ISSUES 

Local Support Group – Every partner in URBACT II projects have to organize a local support group to set up a local action plan. This group has to include the local key stakeholders concerned by the issues addressed in order to influence implementation of the project’s results at local level (chief architect of the municipality, mayors, directors of the speciality directions, president of the country council etc.).

Managing Authorities of national operational programmes – URBACT II partners are recommended to associate the relevant Managing Authorities of the national operational programmes for the specific theme of URBACT II project (as associate partner), in order to assure the materializing of the experience resulted from URBACT II projects, in actual investment projects.
