Type of project
Proejcts have to be joint and of one of the following types:
· Integrated projects, in which partners on each side of the border contributes with different elements in the implementation of the project.

· Symmetrical projects, in which similar activities are developed on all sides of the borders;

· Projects developed mostly or exclusively on one side of the border, but in the benefit of all partners; 

Please note that integrated projects are higher scored.

The projects must have direct cross-border impact, which shall be understood in terms of respecting at least two of the following conditions, as described below: joint development, joint staffing, joint implementation and/or joint financing.
· Joint development: the project must be designed in common by partners;

· Joint implementation: activities must be carried out and coordinated among all partners, joint management of the project;

· Joint staffing: there should be one joint project manager, one joint financial manager etc. 

· Joint financing: each partner co-finance the project, the joint budget should be divided between partners according to the activities carried out. 
Project location
Project activities have to be implemented in the programme eligible area.

PARTNERSHIP ELIGIBILITY
The eligibility of each Applicant within each partnership must be aseesed before assessing the eligibility of the respective partnership.

Eligible applicant
Applicant/ partner (acces to ENPI funds, equal rights inside the partnership)

· Type of organization: central public authority (Eg: Ministry of Environment), local/regional public authority (e.g. city councils), body governed by public law (contracting authorities as defined by the national legislations transposing Directive 2004/18/EC on public procurment), associations formed by one or several national, regional or local public authorities or one or several bodies governed by public law,  public undertakings as defined in  Directive 2004/17/EC, other non profit organizations, Euroregions, EGTC.
·    Legal personality and location of the organization
Organisations are registered and located in the eligible area of the programme or their headquarters are registered located outside the programme area in projects implemented in the eligible area
 - but in one of the ten participating countries - and have local/regional subsidiary/branch offices established in the eligible area. In this latter case, the following alternatives are possible:

i. in case of a subsidiary (having legal personality) the subsidiary shall be the Applicant, and in case of contracting, it shall be the Beneficiary;

ii. in case of a branch (not having legal personality) the central organization shall be the Applicant, and in case of contracting, it shall be the Beneficiary.

Associate partners  (are  not entitled to ENPI funds, except for travel  and per diem costs):
Institutions/organizations that may contribute to the implementation of the project but may not receive funding from the grant with the exception of per diem or travel costs.

 “Associate partners” do not have to meet the eligibility criteria of the partners and applicant, but have to mentioned in the Grant Application Form.

Partnership eligibility
The partners must satisfy the same eligibility criteria as the Applicant.

Location of the partners 

Partners must be registered and located in the eligible area of the programme.
Number of partners (minimum-maximum)

The projects will be jointly submitted and implemented by partnerships that will always involve partners from one or several Member States (Bulgaria, Greece, Romania) and from one or several partner countries
 (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, R. Moldova, Russia, Ukraine) and/or Turkey
. The participation of Turkish partners is only possible in tripartite projects involving at least one partner from a Member State and one partner from a partner country.
The recommended number of partners involved in each project partnership is between 3 and 10 partners.
Calendar
First call for proposals was launched on 30th June 2009 and was closed on 12th October 2009. The priorities adressed are 1, 2 and 3 and the projects sought are of the soft type.
The second call is estimated to be launched in September 2010.
